Because the potential for property damage and perganald great, the superintendent is directed to
establish rules and regulations governing the conduct obkblis passengers. Strict adherence to such rules anf
regulations shall be required.

Students may continue to enjoy the privilege of riding theds long as they adhere to the policies regarding stugent

behavior while on the bus. When a bus driver has difficultyntaining discipline on a bus, the driver will notifyet
superintendent’s office regarding the problem as soon as ibléefdlowing the end of the bus route. A conferendg
with the student regarding the problem will be scheduled ettampt to remedy the problem. If this procedure fajls
to bring about cooperation, and a student continues torgiublé on the bus, the superintendent may deny the
student the privilege of riding the school bus. The payeattlian and home school will be notified if such action
necessary.
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
