Due to the potential for the disruption of the school emvitent and the risk of permanent eye damage, student
or possession of laser pens while on district propertilewalttending a district-sponsored activity on or off ritist
property or while traveling to or from any school evergrishibited.

Staff wishing to use laser pens for instructional purpeka#i do so only with prior administrative approval.
